For Christians, the Easter season doesn’t end on
Monday. In fact, it is just beginning! Why? Be-
cause Easter is about far more than chocolate bun-
nies. Easter is about new life — the new life that
God has made possible for each one of us in Jesus
Christ. Easter is a glorious celebration of God’s
victory over the power of sin and death through
the death and resurrection of God’s one and only
Son, Jesus Christ. Just as God raised Christ from
the dead, by grace through faith God raises us to
new life with Christ and in Christ! Now that is
good news that greets us every single day.

During Holy Week, we will remember Jesus’ jour-
ney. On Palm Sunday, April 9, we will celebrate
Jesus’ triumphal entry into the city of Jerusalem,
with palms waving and choruses of “Hosanna”.
Beginning Thursday, April 13, we will have four
days of worship services in the sanctuary during
the Easter “Triduum”, the three days that include
Thursday evening through Sunday morning.

On Maundy Thursday, April 13, we will remember
the Lord’s command to his disciples that they fol-
low his example of love and service. Jesus said, “I
have set you an example that you should do as |
have done for you” (John

YL AR
14:15). The Latin word s gt %‘f ‘
for “command” is man- '
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datum which is where “Maundy” comes from. We
will follow Jesus’ example of humility and ser-
vanthood with a footwashing service at 6:30 p.m.
Remembering the last meal that Jesus shared with
his disciples before his arrest and crucifixion, we
will also have worship with the Lord’s Supper at
7:30 p.m.

On Good Friday, April 14, we will remember the
day of Christ’s death on the cross. From 12:00
noon until 5:30, the sanctuary will be open and
quiet for Prayers Around the Cross. Our service of
worship will be a “Tenebrae” service of darkness
at 7:30 p.m. Scripture readings, silence, and con-
templative music will accompany a gradual dark-
ening of the sanctuary, and bring us through the
moments of Christ’s betrayal, trial, and crucifix-
ion.

On Holy Saturday, April 15, we will hold an
Easter Vigil at 6:00 p.m. - worshipping as we wait
for the light of Easter, reflecting on the promises
of God through salvation history. The Saturday
Night worship band will provide music leadership
for this service.

On Easter Sunday, April 16, we will celebrate the
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ! Three ser-
vices of worship (8:00 a.m., 9:30 a.m., and 11:15
a.m.) will celebrate God’s grace and victory in Je-
sus Christ. With the church through the ages, we
will proclaim, Christ is Risen! He is Risen indeed!
Alleluia!
