In addition, 25 % remains in our local  

community, supporting the work of Interfaith 

Caring Ministries, Bay Area Turning Point, 

and M.I. Lewis in Dickinson. In 2008. fully 

75% of all funds 

raised went to these  

agencies to assist in 

the recovery from 

Hurricane Ike.
