favorite topic for congregants, let alone pastors.  Yet, we at CLPC take a month to intentionally

enough pledges to meet our budget. 
 
Stewardship, at its core, is about who we are and how we live as children of God.  And at the heart of who we are is who God 
is.  Theologian Miroslav Volf wrote a book that I would recommend to you called Free of Charge: Giving and Forgiving in a  
Culture Stripped of Grace (Grand Rapids: Zondervan, 2005).  Volf argues that our image of God and how we relate to God

When we see God as a negotiator, we think we can cut deals with God.  We believe that by giving ourselves to God ς our devo-

Our other temptation is to relate to God as Santa Claus, who gives us whatever we ask for, without expectations, without  
demands.  Yet, Scripture reveals a God who exhorts us to live in ways that honor and glorify our Creator and Redeemer.  While

Volf instead points to the image of God we see in Scripture and in the person of Jesus ςthis is a God who gives, and gives gener-
ously (Volf, 30-31).  Everything from the breath we breathe to the lives we live are given by God.  Our time, our jobs, our fam-

Even in our 
pain, God gives, and gives generously. 
 
What do we do with the good gifts God gives us?  What happens when we see God as the ultimate giver?  This is where stew-
ardship comes in.

 Shepherding  
 Deacons 
 
 While many may be aware 
 that there is a shepherding 
program among the deacons, some may have a 
hazy or indefinite picture of it.  So perhaps another 
look at the role of the shepherding deacons is in 
order. 
 
The shepherding deacon not only demonstrates 
care to those who need it, in a direct way, but he or 
she also facilitates the flow of information between 
ǘƘŜ άǎƘŜŜǇέ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ !ǎǎƻŎƛŀǘŜ tŀǎǘƻǊ ŦƻǊ {ǇƛǊƛǘǳŀƭ 
Formation (APSF).  When a member is in need of 
care and one of these parties ς either deacon or 
APSF is aware of it, that awareness is shared with 
the other.  Pastor contacts and submittal to the 
prayer chain may be arranged depending on the 
wishes of the congregational member. 
 
The most common needs fall into several catego-
ries: 
 

General: The deacon is to pray for the flock 
daily, contact every quarter, and remem-
ber joys and sorrows.  Personal visits may 
augment this role. 

 
Hospitalization: Prayer, informing the APSF, 

and visitation ς one or all of these may be 
utilized by the deacon. 

 
Bereavement: The personal compassion of the 

shepherding deacon may serve to  
 reinforce the actions of the bereavement 

committee. 
 

Birth: Shepherding deacon makes congratula-
tory contact with the family, delivers the 
cradle cross, and informs the staff of the 
birth information.  The staff will then place 
notices of the birth in the newsletter, and 
a rose in the sanctuary. 

 
Others that the deacon needs to be informed 

of ς weddings, baptisms, food needs, etc. 
 
The 2009ς10 committee members for the shep-
herding program are Jeanine Rainer (chair), Mary 
Basich, and Valerie Horn.  This role is a challenging 
one, and any deacon will be glad to receive any 
suggestions for enhancing this vital function.

  1 cake mix and frosting 
  1 large box Jell-O 
  1 small box tea bags or 1 can of coffee 

The list will feed three 
to four people in a fam-
ily and will cost ap-
proximately $30.  For 
larger families, double 
the amount of each 
food item.  ICM always 
adds additional items 
to make the holiday 
food basket really spe-
cial. A financial dona-
tion in lieu of the 
named items is also 
appreciated.
