All of the following responsibilities are listed with the expectation that the Youth Director 
will be an “equipping leader”, who does not simply  “do” these things, but develops and 
nurtures teams of students and adults who will work together in accomplishing these 
ministry tasks.

o Lead our youth in the area of evangelism and outreach in the 

community 
o Coordinate, as required, fundraising for youth mission trips 
o Reach out to non-Christian students 

• Organization 
o Plan and oversee high school Sunday school program 
o Plan and lead Sunday evening program for intermediate school 

and evening midweek program for high school students 
o Oversee small group discipleship program 
o Coordinate ongoing communication with the youth, parents, and 

congregation to inform and involve them in youth related activities 
o Coordinate youth participation in worship 
o Assist Associate Pastor with Confirmation Program 

• Discipleship 
o Provide leadership for seasonal ministry to college students 

(primarily in the summer) 
o Recruit, disciple, and equip youth ministry volunteers with the help 

of Associate Pastor 
o Develop personal relationships with students and their families   
o Get involved in students’ lives by attending school lunches, 

sporting events, and other student activities 
• Church Staff 

o Participate as a member of the Church Staff team 
o Assist in worship as assigned by Associate Pastor
